The stock market on Monday opened on a negative note. However, it
recovered all of its losses in the second half and concluded the session in
the green zone amid growing investor confidence in market stability. The
Benchmark KSE-100 index made an intra-day high and low at 114,573.67
(1,772.74 points) and 111,857.33 (-943.60 points) respectively while
closed at 114,330.10 by gaining 1,529.17 points. PKR in today’s interbank
depreciated by Rs 0.0927 against USD and closed at Rs279.6628. The
value of shares traded during the day was Rs25.881 billion. Market
capitalization stood at around Rs14.102 trillion. Overall, trading volumes
for the day decreased to 455.05 million shares compared with Friday’s
tally of 455.06 million. PREMA was the volume leader with 43.1 million
shares, losing Rs3.1 to close at Rs28. It was followed by KEL with 27.2
million shares, gaining Rs0.12 to close at Rs4.79 and FCCL with 25.8
million shares,gaining Rs0.35 to close at Rs42.47.
